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Cabinet approves Productivity Linked Bonus to Railway  Ministry of Textiles and GIZ signs an MOUon Implementation

Employees for the year 2020-21 - General Manager

Chennai, October 08
2021: The Union
Cabinet, chaired by the
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, today approved the
Productivity Linked Bonus
(PLB) equivalent to 78
days' wages for the
financial year 2020-21 for
all eligible non-gazetted
Railway employees
(excluding RPF/RPSF
personnel). The financial
implication of payment of
78 days' PLB to railway
employees has been
estimated to be Rs.1984.73
crore. The wage
calculation ceiling
prescribed for payment of
PLB to the eligible non-
gazetted railway
employees is Rs.7000/-
p.m. The maximum
amount payable per
eligible railway employee
is Rs. 17,951 for 78 days.
About 11.56 lakh non-
gazetted Railway
employees are likely to
benefit from the decision.

Payment of PLB to
eligible railway employees
is made each year before
the Dusshera/ Puja
holidays. The decision of
the Cabinet shall be
implemented before the
holidays for this year as
well. The PLB amount of
78 days' wages were paid
for the financial years from
2010-11 to 2019-20. For
the year 2020-21 also PLB
amount equivalent to 78
days' wages will be paid
which is expected to
motivate the employees for
working towards
improving the
performance of the
Railways. The
Productivity Linked Bonus
on Railway covers all non-
gazetted railway
employees (excluding

RPF/RPSF personnel) who
are spread over the entire
count.

a) The PLB has been
paid as per formula
approved by the Cabinet in
its meeting held on
23.9.2000 for the years
1998-99 to 2013-14
(except 2002-03 to 2004-
05 when slight changes
were done with respect to
Capital Weightage and
Staff Strength). This
formula was input : output
based where output was
reckoned in terms of
equated net tonne
kilometres and input was
reckoned as the non-
gazetted staff strength
(excluding RPF/RPSF
personnel) modified by
Capital Weightage.

b) For the financial
year 2012-13, PLB for 78
days was approved as a
special case with the
condition that the formula
for PLB would be revisited
keeping in view the
recommendations of the
Sixth CPC and the views of
the Ministry of Finance.
Consequently, the
Ministry of Railways
constituted a Committee to
evolve anew formula.

¢) The Committee
recommended that
weightage to both the
formula of year 2000 and

die new formula based on
Operation Ratio (OR) may
be in the ratio of 50 : 50.
This formula ensured
equal representation to the
productivity in terms of
physical parameters as
well as financial
parameters. The formula
recommended by the
Committee has been used
for calculation of PLB
from2014-15t02019-20.

Railways were the first
departmental undertaking
ofthe Government of India
wherein the concept of
PLB was introduced in the
year 1979-80. The main
consideration at that time
was the important role of
the Railways as an
infrastructural support in
the performance of the
economy as a whole. In the
overall context of Railway
working, it was considered
desirable to introduce the
concept of PLB as against
the concept of Bonus on
the lines of 'The Payment
of Bonus Act -1965'. Even
though the Payment of
Bonus Act does not apply
to the Railways, yet the
broad principles contained
in that Act were kept in
view for the purpose of
determining the
"Wage/Pay Ceiling",
definition of
'Salary'/'Wage', etc. The
PLB Scheme for the

Railways came into force
from the year 1979-80 and
was evolved in
consultation with the two
recognized Federations
namely, All India
Railwaymen's Federation
and National Federation of
Indian Railwaymen and
with the approval of the
Cabinet. The scheme
envisages a review every
three years.

John Thomas, General
Manager, Southern
Railway held a Press Meet
to brief the media on the
major Cabinet decision on
approval for payment of
Productivity linked Bonus
to non-gazetted Railway
staff. He stated that in
Southern Railway the
Productivity Linked Bonus
will be paid to 72241 non-
gazetted employees
(excluding Officers and
RPF/RPSF staff) with
nearly Rs. 130 Crores being
disbursed to these
employees. This bonus will
be credited through bank
transfer by 15th of this
month, he added.

General Manager stated
that Indian Railway,
including Southern
Railway, has performed
well during the last
Financial year and during
the 6 months of the Current
financial year.

Highlighting the
achievements of Southern
Railway during the year
2020-21, General Manager
stated that there has been
significant increase in
punctuality indices to 93%,
freight loading for the FY
2020-21 surpassed the
previous year by 12% and
freight earnings surpassed
by 25%.

German Development
cooperation framework, the
German Federal Ministry for
Economic Cooperation and
Development (BMZ) has
collaborated with Ministry of
Textiles (MoT) supported by
Ministry of Agriculture and
Farmers Welfare (MoAFW).
An MOU was signed between
Deutsche Gesellschaft fur
InternationaleZusammenarbe
it (GIZ) and the Ministry of
Textiles Govt. of India on
Implementation Agreement
of Indo German Technical
Cooperation Project on
‘Sustainability and Value
Added in the Cotton
Economy’ here today. The
objective of the project is "to
increase the value addition
from sustainable cotton
production in India by
focusing on sustainable
cotton, and strengthening of
downstream processing’. It is
focussing on 4 majorly cotton
producing states-
Maharashtra, Gujarat,
Madhya Pradesh and Tamil
Nadu and will work closely
with them and the related
agencies. The MoU was
signed by  Shri Sanjay
Sharan, Joint. Secretary on
behalf of Ministry of Textiles
andMrMohd. -El-Khawab,
Programme Coordinator GIZ
India and Dr. Rossitza
Krueger, Programme Head,
Sustainable Cotton Project,
GIZ, in the presence of
Minister of State for Textiles,
Smt. DarshnaVikramJardosh,
who presided over the event
and Shri U. P. Singh
Secretary, Ministry of
Textiles.

Speaking on the occasion

Smt. DarshnaJardosh said that
the GIZ project is aimed at
increasing volume of cotton
production at least on 90,000
hac with participation of 1.50
lakh cotton farmers with yield
increase by 10%. This will
enable capacity building of
the 1.50 lakh farmers&
entrepreneurs of which about
30% will be women
beneficiaries.

The Minister mentioned
that India is the largest cotton
producer in the world and also
the 2nd largest consumer of
cotton in the world with
estimated consumption of
303 lakh bales (5.15 Million
Metric Tones ie. 20% of
world cotton consumption of
1505 lakh bales (25.59
Million Metric Tones)It plays
a major role in sustaining
thelivelihood of an estimated
6 Million cotton farmers and
about 50 Million people
engaged inrelatedactivity
suchascotton processing &
trade.

She further stated that the
GIZ project will also help in
enhancing employment and
women empowerment in
training and capacity building
on sustainable cotton growing
practices by innovation in
new cotton processing
procedures and ginning etc.

Shri U. P. Singh in his
address said that today being
the ‘World Cotton Day’ is an
important day for the Ministry

of Textiles. He said that
cotton is important cash crop
and the entire edifice of
Textile Industry depend on
natural fibers likecotton, jute
and wool. He said that
development without
sustainability has lost value in
current scenario.  The
Secretary informed that
focusofproject is to work with
major global textile
companies to create the “pull”
factor for improved market
access by the farmers for their
sustainably grown cotton. The
project envisages promotion
of sustainable cotton
cultivation methods
emphasizing on
implementation of good
agriculture practices, he
added.

The project follows
"From shelf to field”
approach, with the strategy to
link consumers to the cotton
growers in India and work
along the entire supply chain.
The projectis also focusing on
creation and promotion of
transparency about the
prevalence and application of
internationally

recognized/accepted
sustainability standards and
promoting measures that
reduce the water footprint in
cotton production. This will
help reduce vulnerability of
cotton sector to ever-
increasing water-stress
worsened by climate vagaries.

The Ministry of Textiles,
as the lead partner on the
Indian government side,
guides the project on main
intervention areas based on its
vision for textiles in India,
through the establishment and
convening of the project
Steering Committee for
project progress review and
guide the project
implementation. MoT enables
the interface and coordination
with the project nodal officers
in the 4 states of Maharashtra,
Gujarat, Tamil Nadu and
Madhya Pradesh. MoT
participates in the various
International Textile
Conferences and major GIZ
organised events for sharing
the Indian experiences and
best practices, especially those
emerging from this join Indo-
German collaboration project.
It also holds meetings with the
GIZ project team for assessing
technical progress, identify
best practices and mapping
key impact-results from time
to time. This provides Ministry
the evidence based best
practices for mainstreaming
and scaling up and in need-
based policy changes.

Government releases guideline for
the Cyber Security in Power Sector

chennai, October 08
2021:  Under direction of
Union Power and New &
Renewable Energy Minister
Shri R K Singhthe Central
Electricity Authority,
Ministry of Power has
prepared the guideline for the
Cyber Security in Power
Sector and it has been released
today.

CEAunder the provision
of Section 3(10) on Cyber
Security in the “Central
Electricity Authority
(Technical Standards for
Connectivity to the Grid)
(Amendment) Regulations,
2019” has framedGuideline
on Cyber Security in Power
Sector to be adhered by all
Power Sector utilities to
create cyber secure eco
system.This is the first time
that a comprehensive
guideline has been
formulatedon cyber security
in power sector. The
guidelinelays down required
actionsfor cyber security

preparedness across various
utilities in power sector so as
to raise the level of cyber
security preparedness for
power sector.

The Guideline has been
prepared after intensive
deliberations with
stakeholder and inputs from
expert agencies in the field of
cyber security, such as CERT-
In, NCIIPC, NSCS, IIT
Kanpur and subsequent
deliberations in Ministry of
Poweras well.

The Guidelinehave been
issued with the objective of
creating a cyber secure
ecosystem. It lays down a
cyber assurance framework,
the strengthens the regulatory
framework, puts in place
mechanisms for security
threat early warning,
vulnerability management
and response to security
threats, securing remote
operations and services,
protection and resilience of

critical information
infrastructure, reducing cyber
supply chain risks,
encouraging use of open
standards, promotion of
research and development in
cyber security, human
resource development in the
domain of Cyber Security,
Developing effective public
private partnerships and
information sharing and
cooperation.

Guideline are applicable
to all Responsible Entities as
well as System Integrators,
Equipment Manufacturers,
Suppliers/Vendors, Service
Providers, IT Hardware and
Software OEMs engaged in
the Indian Power Supply
System for protection of
Control Systems for System
Operation and Operation
Management,
Communication System and
SecondaryAutomation and
Tele control technologies.

These Guideline are

mandatory requirements to be
met by all stakeholders and
lay emphasis on establishing
cyber hygiene, training of all
IT as well OT Personnel on
Cyber Security, designating
of Cyber Security Training
Institutes as well as Cyber
Testing labs in the Country.
The Guideline mandates ICT
based procurement from
identified “Trusted Sources”
and identified “Trusted
Products” or else the product
has to be tested for
Malware/Hardware Trojan
before deployment for use in
power supply system network
when system for trusted
product and service is in
place. It will promote research
and development in cyber
security and open up market
for setting up Cyber Testing
Infra in Public as well as
Private Sector in the country.

CEA is also working on
cyber security regulations.
This Cyber Security guideline
is precursor to the same.
