INDIAN ARMY CELEBRATES 72nd
TERRITORIAL ARMY DAY

Chennai, October 10
2021: The Territorial
Army celebrated its 72nd
Raising Day on 09 Oct
2021. On the solemn
occasion, Director General
Territorial Army, Lt Gen
Preet Mohindera Singh
paid tributes to the fallen
brave hearts by laying a
wreath at the National War
Memorial.

The Territorial Army in
its current form came into
being when the Territorial
Army Act was enacted on
Aug 18, 1948.

The Territorial Army
has a number of units
affiliated to various
regiments of the Indian
Army, apart from Home
and Hearth battalions
based on the concept of
Sons of Soil.

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Cash seizure of over Rs. 142 crore in searches Bikanervala launches its 1st outlet
of Income Tax Department in Hyderabad

Chennai, October 10
2021: The Income Tax
Department carried out search
& seizure operations on
06.10.2021 on a major
Pharmaceutical group based
out of Hyderabad. This
Pharmaceutical group is
engaged in the business of
manufacturing of
intermediates, Active
Pharmaceutical Ingredients
(APIs) and formulations.
Majority of the products are
exported to foreign countries
i.e. USA, Europe, Dubai and
other African countries. The
search operation was carried
out at about 50 locations in 6
States.

During the searches,
hideouts were identified
where second set of books of
accounts and cash were
found. Incriminating
evidence in the form of digital

media, pen drives,
documents, etc. have been
found and seized.

Incriminating digital
evidences were gathered from
SAP @ ERP software
maintained by the assessee

group.
During these searches,
issues relating to

discrepancies in purchases
made from bogus and non-
existent entities and artificial
inflation of certain heads of

expenditure were detected.
Further, evidence of on-
money payment for purchase
of lands was also found.
Various other legal issues were
also identified such as
personal expenses being
booked in the company’s
books and land purchased by
related parties below
government registration
value.

During the search, several
bank lockers have been found,
out of which 16 lockers have
been operated. The searches
have resulted in seizure of
unexplained cash amounting
to Rs. 142.87 crore so far. The
unaccounted income
unearthed is estimated to be in
the range of about Rs 550 crore
till now.

Further investigations and
quantification of undisclosed
income detected is in progress.

Broadcast Reforms by Prasar Bharati to pave way

Chennai, October 10
2021: Rolling-out
broadcasting reforms at
Doordarshan and All India
Radio over last couple of
years, Prasar Bharati has been
swiftly phasing out obsolete
broadcasting technologies
like Analog Terrestrial TV
Transmitters, paving way for
paradigm shift to emerging
technologies and new content
opportunities.

Taking note of
misinformation being
published in certain media
outlets, Prasar Bharati has
clarified that broadcast reform
steps to phase out obsolete
analog terrestrial TV
transmitters was being
misrepresented. Recently,
such false reports about DD
Silchar, DD Kalaburagi etc
have been noticed. Prasar
Bharati has made it clear that
these DD Centres shall
continue to generate program
content for broadcasting on
the satellite channels of
Doordarshan dedicated to
their respective States, apart
from maintaining their

presence on digital media via
YouTube and on social media.
For instance, program content
generated by DD Silchar and
DD Kalaburagi shall now be
broadcast on DD Assam and
DD Chandana respectively.

Analog Terrestrial TV is
an obsolete technology and
phaseout of the same is in both
public interest and national
interest as it makes valuable
spectrum available for new
and emerging technologies
such as 5g apart from

reducing wasteful
expenditure on power. So far,
almost 70% of all Analog
Transmitters have been
phased out. Rest are being
sunset in a phased manner
while ensuring appropriate
measures are taken for re-
deployment of manpower.
With the exception of around
50 analog terrestrial TV
transmitters in strategic
locations, Prasar Bharati will
be phasing out the rest of the
obsolete analog transmitters
by 31st March 2022.

Prasar Bharati has also
entered into a MoU with IIT

Chennai, October 10
2021:  Vice President of
India and Rajya Sabha
Chairman Shri
M.Venkaiah Naidu today
asserted that the North-
Eastern Region(NER)
now decisively breaking
from its troubled past and
